Using place value has been key for the children to-
spot patterns when using this method of addition and subtraction. In English, the childresnw have
been reading the book ‘Amaging Grace.” And plavwning av diawy entry. The childven hawve had to-
plan what happened; write invthe first person, describe feelings, and use time conjunctions such as
after, next; first, then. Invguided reading; the children have been using their inference skills. For
example; ‘The mawv went outside and put up hisy umbrella.’ How do-we know it iy raining?
