Class Banksy

In maths this week; the children inv Reception have beew looking at unity of repeating patterns and
understonding shapes and objects that come next. The childven used av range of materials to- make colowred
patterns. For exaumple; red; blue; blue; red; blue; blue: The children thenw discussed and compaved their
patterns to-other childvenw and adulty. The childrer invYear 1 howve started leawning about Unitising.” This
hay irwolved the childrew looking at different counters and looking at how much each counter is worth. The
leawrning thew progressed onto- recognising diffevent coing and which coing awe real. For example; Iy there
such thing as an 8p coin?’ In English; the focus has been looking at dinosaur foct cards and exploring past
tense verbs. For example; “The Triceratopy stomped/stompy across the ground.” Which verlb- iy inv the past tense?
The leawrning thew progressed onto-looking at the features of novn-chwonological reports. In history, the
childrven have beew looking at the diffevent periods during the age of the dinosouws: Triassic; Jurassic,; ands
Cretaceows Period: The children had to- sovt the dinosaurs into-what period they lived in.

Class Blake

In maths this week; the children have beew exploring howrs; days, months, and years. For exaunple: ‘How
many days awve there irvvone week?’ How many days invtwo-weeks? How many months invone yeow? What
mathematical skill canvhelp us with these types of questions? Priov to-this, the childrew secured their
knowledge and understanding of ‘o’clock; half past, and quawter past the howr.” In English; the focus has
been informatiow leaflets. The children have looked at a range of information leaflety and identified the key
features and what makes o good leaflet. The childven then put themselves back into-Ancient Greek times and
wrote apostcowrd and their oww informatiow leaflet. This linked perfectly with the Greek dress-up day that
took place on Wednesday. During the Ancient Greek Day onWednesday, the childrew designed their oww
shields; played some Olympic races, and tried some traditional Greek food.

Class Wiltshive

The childres inv Year 6 this week have completed a range of mathematical reasoning challenges and have
used av range of mental and writterv strategies whew calcudating. For example, ‘What two-prime nuumbers add
together to- make a squowe number? ‘There are 18 girly ivav claus, 10% of the girly awe left-handed. Why
cannot this be true?’ The childrvenw invyeors 4 and 5 have been focusing ow position and divection; which has
included lines of symumetry, reflected shapes; and translated shapes across avgrids he childrenw inv all year
groups have beenw working very hawd whew learning and practicing their lines for our end of year
performance. All the work we do-with the children to-promote the love of reading; speaking withvexpression,
understanding humowr and realising the effect of formal and informal language hay shown this week: Inv
geography, the focus has been lines of latitude and longitude. This will help the children understand time
gones across the world. For example; if it is09.00 irv London it is 03.00 irvNew York as they are -6 GMT.
