Classy Rock ‘N’ Roll

I maths this week, the childver inReception have beenw compoaring size and weight. The children have looked at o range of
different objecty and have beenv avnswering question: ‘How do-yow know this object iy heavier? ‘Can yowpoint to-the largest
object? The children then progressed onto- using question stems to-answer. For example; ‘This pencil iy longer than thiy pen.’
This car iy lighter than the stick:” The children in Year 1stowted the week by matching objecty and discussing grouping. For
exaumple; the childven had to- match pencils to- rubbers, and whether ov not theve was one for every child:. The leawrning thevn
progressed onto-the children using the words ‘fewer’ and ‘more.” For example, how many more cubes does he have? He hay
fewer counters thawvher.” In English; the childven have been finishing their leawning sequence with their text, ‘The Tiger
That Came to-Tea.” The leawrning has included the childrenw writing their oww shopping list and writing their own
alternative ending to-the classic text. In history, the children have beew looking at the lives we today compared to-the ones
ouwr grondpaventy had. For example; the childrexwhave beervlooking at the changes intechnology, what people did to-
socialise and differences to-what people had invhouses. Some childven could not believe that televisions used to-be in black
ond white!

Class Pop

I maths this week, the childvenw inYear 2 have beew looking at how nuunber are represented using boase terw equipment,
countersy and then using this knowledge to-ovder numbers correctly. The childrew hawe also-been completing maths
challenges irwolving counting inv 25, 55 and 10s. This included o mage of numbers! The childrew in Year 3 have been
building on their knowledge of addition and subtraction by solving different reasoning questions. For example; 300 + ? =
700.” ‘Haury scores 450 pointy using five daurty. What score combinations could he hawe got? The children have beew using
mental and written methods when calculating: In English; the children have been looking at now-chwonological reports.
Some of the activities have included sorting fact and opiniow statements. For exaumple; ‘The meal was nice’ is o opinion. I
also-told the children the peanut butter does not belong near any food. Some childven agreed with my opiniovy some dids
not. @ In avt, the focus has been the work by Sonia Delawnay. The children have been looking at the legacy and influence
of her awtwork. Inhistory, the children have contiruted their work looking at Kings and Queens. We were lucky enough to-see
a new £10 note with apicture of King Chawles o the front!

Cloussy Disco-

I maths this week; the childven in Yeowr 6 have beew learning about comumon factors and nuldtiples. For exaunple; ‘3 is
common factor of bothv18 and 24 aw it divides equally into-bothv numbers: ‘The childven also-linked their knowledge of tumes
tables to- common mudtiples. For example;, ‘The number 32 iy av commorn wultiple of 8 and 4.’ The childvew inYear 5 have
revised ovdering ruumbers up to-1,000,000 and moved onto-rounding numbers to-the nearest 10, 100 and 1000. For example;
What is 4578 rounded to-the nearest ten?’ The childven in Year 4 have beew comparing 4 -digit numbers and ordering v
ascending and descending ovder. Intnglish, the children have continued with their class text - A Twisted Tale - and powt
of the focus hay been using similesy and alliteration. For example; ‘The sky was as blue as sapphirve.’ ‘The queen way as cold as
ice:” Inv science; the focus hos beenw Coul Linnaeus: The children have been uwsing av classification key to- sort animals and
planty: The children have also-beew discussing some of the challenges Cawl Linneaeus foced. In geography, the children have
been reading facty about Novway, Devwmawk and Sweden and sovting them into-the correct countries.
