Inv maths this week; the childrew inYear 2 have beew securing their understoanding whew finding half and av
quouter of numbers. For exaumple; ‘If we know that ¥% of 12 ix 6, thewa % of 12 ix 3. The childvew invYeor 3 have
stawted looking at equivalent fractions. For example; ¥ iy equivalent to-5/10, and % iy equivalent to-2/8. The
children used bowr models to-help them calculate and to-see visually how equivalent fractions wovk. In
English, the focus has been explanation texty and looking at the key features. To-support this; the childver
have beew learning how to- use past and present verbs covvectly as well writing in standawvd English. For
exaumple; ‘The boys was playing’ iy incorrect. It should be; ‘The boysy were playing.’ Inw science; the children
worked inv groups to-plant bulbs and seeds and then choose aplace where they think they would grow quicker
and move effectively.

The childrew invYeaw 6 this week have beenw completing their final revision sessions befove stauting their SATy
next week. The children have been dividing fractions; measwring angles;, securing knowledge about possessive
pronouns, and determiners to- naune afew. The childvew inYear 5 have beenw leawrning how to-conwert
fractions to-percentages and decimals. For example; 13/100 iy equivalent to-13% and 0.13. The learning then
extended onto- finding equivalent fractions such oy 4/25 iy equivalent to-16/100 and therefore 16% and 0.16.
The childvew inv Yeaw 4 have beew learning about different types of angles and understanding angles when
tuwning. For example; Where would I be facing if I turned 90 degrees anti-clockwise?” In English; the
childven have been writing a job- description for a lighthouse keeper and writing o persuasive letter to-the
government to- covwince thew not to-evadicate lighthouwses. Inhistory, the focus has beew learning about
what jobs women did World Wowr 2, and i art, the children have beew learning how dagzle and camouflage
was used during the war.
